Week:  3   Main goal for this week: Writing free verse poems utilizing methods learned earlier and different perspectives to enhance work.

	Description of activities

	Read Chapters 11-12
Students will learn about different perspectives. They will do an activity and then discuss examples from the text.
	Read Chapters 13-14
Introduce Writing assignment and have students begin working.
	Read Chapters 15-16
Share choices about form.
Work on adding symbols and sensory information to free verse poems.
	Read Chapters 17-18
Type and post free verse poem to classroom blog. 
	Read Chapters 19-20
Wrap up novel with group and classroom discussion.

	What students will be doing


	Students will view a slideshow of optical illusions that show two different images in the same drawing (for example, in one image students may see an old lady or a young lady). They will then look at different perspectives in novel
	Students will be given one perspective of a situation and asked to write about it. They will then find the person with the other perspective, share their paragraphs and discuss. They will then begin to format their free verse poem. 
	Students will share their formatting choices with partner. They will work in a small group to find four ideas/words in the days reading and elaborate on them using sensory images and symbols. After sharing with class, they will work to do this in their own poems. 
	Students will go to computer lab and work on typing their final versions of their free verse poem. They will each post to the blog.
	Students will work in groups to create their own definition of what “the realm of possibility” means. Have them list things that were once thought impossible and are now possible and things they think are possible in the future. Present ideas to class.

	What/how you’ll teach


	Students will learn about multiple perspectives. They will find examples from the book (like the relationship between Mary and Pete) and discuss in groups and share with class. 
	Students will write authentically and morph that writing into a free verse poem. 
	Students will improve ideas and words by making them more descriptive. 
	Students will publish their final work for the class to see. 
	Students will consider how a major idea from the novel relates to their own lives and future.  

	What will be learned (and how will you know?)


	Students will learn how multiple perspectives can influence a text. Groups will present their example from the text to show they understand. 
	Students will learn how to write a free verse poem by using conventions learned earlier in the unit. They will justify their choices with a partner in class next day. 
	Students will learn to incorporate sensory images into their free verse poetry. Examples will be seen in their final product. 
	Students will learn how to post to a blog and type poems to fit their format. This will be evident by their blog posts. 
	Students will learn to connect with the novel and the characters by creating their own meanings and examples from the novel.
