	Description of activities

	Introducing poetry as a relevant and interesting art form.  Using “Where is the Love” to show poetry in modern music.
	Students will be examining the use of irony and other literary devices in Dave Matthews Band’s “Funny the Way It Is.”  Hand out the lyrics of the song and boxes of colored pencils to tables of students before class.  Have the students watch the music video at the beginning of class and follow along with the lyrics.  Group sections that show irony or juxtaposition..
	Have students bring in a school appropriate song or poem.  Introduce rhyme scheme in rap music.  Youtube video explaining the rhyme in “Lose Yourself” by Eminem.  Explain different types of rhymes and rhyme schemes.
	Introduce the role of performance as a way of altering the meaning, theme, or message of modern poetry using various performances of Teenage Dream by Katy Perry and also Glee versions of the song.
	Have students bring in a song of their own choosing.  Have them analyze literary devices, rhyme scheme, theme, and performance style.

	What students will be doing


	Students will be discussing what they believe poetry is.  Students will be analyzing “Where is the Love” for theme.
	Students will watch the music video and follow along with the lyrics.  Discuss the song.  Find literary devices.  Couple lines that juxtapose one another using colored pencils.
	Students will bring in a school song of their choice.  Then they watch the video explaining the different uses of rhyme in “Lose Yourself.”  Lead discussion about how this relates to poetry as a genre and the song/poem they brought in.  Have the students label the different rhymes in their poem/song.
	Students will be discussing the role of context, inflection, and performance style on how a poem is perceived by the audience or reader.
	Students will be analyzing a school appropriate song of their choice.  Then they will write an analysis of their song based on the previously mentioned categories.

	What/how you’ll teach


	Open the class with discussion. Use a music video to introduce the text.  Discuss how the text is poetry and expose themes.
	Open  the class with “Funny the Way It Is.”  Discuss what they think of the song.  Discuss literary devices.  Expose the use of irony.  Have students couple juxtaposed parts of the song.
	Open the class with the previously mentioned video.  Ask the students what they think of the video and discuss how it relates to poetry as a whole.  Have students find rhymes in the song/poem they brought in.
	This lesson is largely discussion based.  The culturally relevant nature of the videos should pique the students’ interest and encourage participation. Students will discuss each of the performances individually in regards to how they are performed.
	Refresh students on what they’ve learned and then have them write about the song of their choice.

	What will be learned (and how will you know?)


	Students will learn that poetry is alive and well in rap.  Students will recognize themes in modern poetry/music.
	Students will learn how to recognize literary devices in poetry.  In the case of this example, irony.  The teacher will know they have mastered the concepts by how they group ironic lyrics.
	Students will learn about rhyme schemes and how there are different kinds of rhymes,  Students will display their understanding through their ability to recognize rhyme and rhyme structure in their song/poem.
	Determine a theme or central idea of a text and analyze in detail its development over the course of the text, including how it emerges and is shaped and refined by specific details; provide an objective summary of the text.  Analyze the representation of a subject or a key scene in two different artistic mediums, including what is emphasized or absent in each treatment
	Students will have the opportunity to show what they have learned throughout the week in  one assignment.  By doing this they will show that they are able to connect multiple concepts involving poetry and analysis.
